Talk about the idea of retelling a story. Emphasise the important things the children need to remember, such as characters, settings and events. Write the days of the week on the board and read them together. Ask the children how remembering the order of the days will help them to retell the story.  On the carpet ch in talk partners to  be given a copy of cut ‘Storybook characters’ from olivers vegetables. Encourage the children to take turns to tell the story to one another, using the character puppets to help them. Suggest that they tell the story twice, so that they can modify or develop it after listening to their partner’s version. Bring the class together to discuss their storytelling skills.

Phase 3
	Read Hannah’s good mood. Ask the children what they remember about the stories they read in the previous five lessons. Ie olivers veg blue kangaroo and hannahs good mood. Did they identify with the experiences of any of the characters, for example, being in a bad mood like Hannah? Encourage them to tell stories based on these experiences.

	Lo I can tell a story based on personal experience.
Read Oliver’s Vegetables and discuss how Oliver visits his grandparents’ house daily. Discuss the children’s experiences of visiting relatives. Do any of them help in a garden? What do they do? What is growing there? Explain that you are going to ask the children to think of a story about a garden they know. Display the Oliver’s Vegetables extract from the CD-ROM to stimulate ideas for characters for their story and garden related objects they might mention. Compile a class list of possible ideas for characters and events and keep a copy put on working lit wall big label characters and events. Put the children into  talk partners pairs to decide upon a story idea together.  Mrs kaur to help support Ahikla and dean use of diff books on gardens. T to support keenan and Muna.
Bring the children together and ask pairs to talk about their story idea.

Leave the Oliver’s Vegetables extract on display and invite the children to draw pictures of their garden as they imagine it will look in their story. Encourage them to name characters and label some of the objects on the drawing.

	Display the Oliver’s Vegetables extract from the CD-ROM, and the characters and event list, to remind the children of the story ideas they had the day before. Explain that they are going to start writing down these ideas as stories.

Creative thinking

Applying imaginative ideas fro drama and story writing


	LO I can observe an adult modeling sentence writing.
Talk together about possible story themes, emphasizing the importance of the changing seasons in a garden. Ie autumn winter spring summer Display photocopiable ‘The growing sequence of a pea’ and decide together upon the correct sequence introducing the words first, next and last. Point out colin connective on the working lit wall. Divide the class into groups of four and provide each group with a small selection of suitable boots, dressing-up clothes and garden related resources to use as props. (Ask nursery if we can borrow their resources) Encourage the children to use the props fully to dramatize their stories, taking four photographs of each group at various stages of development. Ict link

	Drama practical session.

Ask children to consider how their characters will look and how their voices will sound. Tell ch they will be working in groups of 4 and will have veg cards, days of the week and character masks. Inform ch that I will be picking the group that worked the best and most imaginatively to act out the story in the plenary.

Choose three photographs depicting one of the groups and display these one by one to demonstrate the beginning, middle and end of the story. Encourage the children in this group to tell everybody what is happening in each photo. 

Demonstrate how to write a simple sentence about each photograph. Say each sentence aloud and ask the children to do the same. Modify it if necessary until they are they satisfied with the final version.

Ask the children to go into the same groups again and give them printed copies of their photographs. Invite them to arrange the photographs in order and take turns to make up sentences to tell the story. 

	Ask the children to take one photograph at a time and decide in their groups on the best sentence to write about it. Working together, ask them to put the photographs in order, in small books. write their sentences per picture and read the story.
