	Overview for Y1/2: Y1: relate subtraction to taking away and to counting back. They solve problems, use practical apparatus to model the problem or represent the problem in a drawing. Later, they count back using a number line, then count back mentally. They explain how they worked out the problem and record it using the – and = symbols. 

 Y2: add or subtract multiples of 10 by counting in tens, use n square / jottings. Recognise patterns in examples such as 90 – 20 = 70 and 9 – 7 = 2 use knowledge of number bonds to remember sums and differences of multiples of 10.Children solve word problems using any one of the four operations.
