	Listen to performance poetry and give their opinions.
Identify the features of performance poetry.

	Listen to Mega Star Rap (Poems Out Loud No.2), and discuss chn’s opinions, encourage them to justify their opinions. Now listen to The Boneyard Rap (Poems Out No.32). Which do they prefer? Why? What makes these poems good to listen to? Explain they are examples of performance poetry, poems that have been written especially to be performed in front of or to an audience. 

Look at the written version of The Boneyard Rap whilst listening to it again. Model how to annotate the text to show the performance elements used, for example use of rhythm, rhyme patterns, change of pace or volume, expression, sound effects, use of humour.
Play He just can’ kick it with his Foot (No. 5), before chn go to complete task.  Re-play the poem at regular intervals during task.
	In pairs chn annotate a copy of He just can’ kick it with his Foot to show which performance elements are used.
Ext- Write a review of their favourite poem justifying

their opinions with reference to the poem.

	Read a selection of poems and using the criteria discussed yesterday (e.g.  well-chosen words, powerful verbs, adjectives, adverbs and precise nouns; use of detail and sense impressions; surprising and illuminating combinations of words; repetition, alliteration, onomatopoeia, rhythm and rhyme) for performance poetry decide if they would be appropriate. Discuss how you might perform certain parts of poems.
