A guest speaker will visit the school, and provide students with a interesting presentation on the gold rush, how people lived during the gold rush, the value of gold and its properties. Students will also be able to see gold and will be given the opportunity to ask questions.

As a class, students will take turns to read a section each from the article related to occupations during the Gold Rush. Students will become aware of the different occupations for girls and boys. A class discussion will take place after in relation to the different occupations.

	Mapping where gold is found in Australia and Victoria

Students will use the information which they have gained during previous activities, to map where gold is found around Australia, in particular in Victoria. Students may need to use books and posters located around the classroom to assist in the activity

Photos of people at work during the Gold Rush

In pairs or small groups, students will use computers and other gold resources around the classroom, to access pictures/photos of people completing their occupations during the gold rush. Each pair/ group will focus on a different occupation; dressmaking, weavers, bonnet maker, soap maker, washwomen, cook, confectioner, blacksmith, cooper, candle maker, tinsmith, saddle makers, carriage builder etc. They will then present their photos to the grade and display them around the classroom

	Going Further

	Occupations during Gold Rush Speech

Students will choose one of the occupations, which they have learnt about in previous lessons, and pretend they are a person with that job. Students will then write a short speech (2 minutes) about themselves and the occupations which they work in. Students may also include where they live, and information about their families. 

Develop a Flow Chart on how gold is found and turned into jewllery
Students will use previous understandings, as well as computers and books to research how gold is found and turned into jewllery. Students will then develop a flow chart which will show the processes. This can be done on the computer or by hand.

	Create a Venn Diagram

Students will complete a Venn Diagram which will show the differences and similarities between Victoria in the 1850s and today. Students will draw on their knowledge gained in previous lessons, such as clothing wore, food, occupations, living standards, housing, transport, tools used and their knowledge of today’s society to complete the activity.

Lotus Chart

Students will discuss and complete a Lotus Chart, relating to Gold in Victoria and topics covered during the unit. Students will need to identify words and examples relating to challenges, goldfields, convicts, aboriginals, free settlers, early schools, bushrangers and explorers.

Students will go on a 3 day excursion in Sovereign Hill, where they are able to visit the Gold Museum, have a tour of the Red Hill Mine, see a demonstration of gold smelting, participate in gold panning, see demonstrations of the wheel wrighting and rafts men completing their trades. Students will also have the opportunity to dress up in clothes wore during the gold rush, visit houses and attended a school similar to that during the gold rush period.
