	Read ‘Is the Moon tired?’
Text mark to highlight personification and discuss effect.

Drama: Hotseat teacher as ‘the moon’  and answer children’s questions.
	Drama: Groups take turns to hotseat character from yesterday’s poems.
	Perform poems from yesterday’s plenary.

	Look at short video clip of    lemons. Quickly jot down words and ideas for personification – what would it do/how would it move/what would it think? Shared writing of poem – focus on imagery not structure. Edit and improve.
	Children choose own stimulus to create a poem. Use response partners to edit and improve.

	Read poem – anipersonification. 
Text mark to highlight anitpersonification and discuss effect.

	Look at image of person – quickly jot down words and ideas for object they could represent. What would they be/what feature of them makes you think this? Shared writing of rap style poem. Edit and improve.
	Write own rap/poem using antipersonification for chosen image.
	Perform poems
	Can I write a poem which uses antipersonification effectively?

	Read ‘Jabberwocky’ Discuss how we can understand – grammar. Identify nouns, verbs, adjectives.

Partners discuss meanings for brillig, toves etc
	Dance – move like Jabberwocky and Knight to music from Carmen.

Create jabberwocky masks.
	Can I respond to a poem through dance and drama?

	Re-read Jabberweocky in chorus – discuss effect. Use glossary to discuss meaning of words.
	Pairs generate ideas and words from different classes to write own version of Jabberwocky – knight to slay own imaginary monster.

	Use child’s ideas from yesterday to begin to draft poem together. Focus on use of grammar to convey meaning.

	Generate list of criteria for effective imagery – avoiding clichés. 

Choose a good eg of child’s poem and evaluate against criteria
	Children use criteria to choose their most effective poem. Use ICT to publish linking to stimulus to form multimodal presentation.
