	Overview (4 weeks or 2 x 2 weeks)

· Play games looking up interesting words in dictionaries and encyclopaedias by alphabetical order. Discuss how to find books that might give more detail on a topic by examining covers, title, blurb and illustrations. 

· Give the children further experience in using the alphabetical system by continuing to use dictionaries, glossaries and encyclopaedias and starting to use directories and indexes in books. With the children, make a class dictionary or glossary of special interest words. 

· Discuss the differences between books containing stories and those containing factual information. Introduce the terms 'fiction' and 'non-fiction'. Introduce the class topic (e.g. video, visit out of school, visitor to school, practical activity) and write up as children contribute the information they found out. Record the information as a list, chart or spidergram, as appropriate. Discuss what information on the topic the experience did not provide and model posing questions to collect further information from books. Children search for appropriate books based on cover, title, etc., and explain to the class the reasons for their choices. Model how to use the contents page and index to locate the appropriate part of the book to find answers and give children the opportunity in guided reading to use indexes and contents pages. Demonstrate how to scan a page to read subheadings, pictures and diagrams that might provide relevant information and then close reading to extract the information. Repeat this process using an ICT platform and demonstrate how to locate information on screen. Give children opportunities to carry out these processes in guided and independent reading. 

· In shared writing, model how to write a non-chronological report supported by appropriate pictures and diagrams for a page in an information book. Children contribute to the report by trying out some sentences on their individual whiteboards. 

· In pairs, children assemble information on a different subject, for example food or pets, and produce a simple non-chronological report by writing sentences to describe aspects of the subject and supporting them with pictures.


	Writing Targets:

Paramedics – I can use effective words in my writing to describe people, places or events.
Lollipop People – I can try to join several words together to put my ideas into a sentence. I can try to use capital letters
Police Officers – I can try to join several words together to put my ideas into a sentence. I can try to use capital letters and full stops to separate my ideas.
Fire Fighters – I can think about when I am using a new idea and put in a full stop. I can check to see if someone else can read most of my writing without my help.
Dentists – I can choose the words I need and write simple sentences. I can sound out short words when I am writing.

	Phase One
WALT understand the differences between fiction and non fiction texts. 

WALT identify ‘special’ features of non fiction texts.

Walkthrough the book and discuss differences between fiction and non fiction. What special features are the class aware of? Index, glossary, contents page? 

Hand each pair a non fiction book and ask them to locate the key features and ‘show me’.

Order letters of the alphabet using letter names – assess which children know these and the order! Match objects to letters and link to knowledge about sounds. Look at the glossary page in the book – what do we notice? Elicit that it goes in alphabetical order. How can this help us to find what we need? Quickly? Perhaps learn / sing an alphabet song.

Use the “Toys” book and highlight features – title, photographs. Look at a further non fiction book and highlight diagrams, index, glossary, contents page.

	Phase Two 
WALT identify the key features are of an information text within the layout and also the words.

Use an extract of writing from one of the NF books. Highlight the use of paragraphs to split the information up into sections – goes on a new line each time etc. Talk about use of ‘special / technical words’ and highlight. 

Compare with a story and talk about not using “I” or “we” or story language. 

Look at the way the text is structured: first a definition, followed by description and conclusion. Find an example.

Read and discuss their features particularly with reference to the success criteria.. Sort the sentences depending on whether they are from a story / fiction text or non fiction. Have a range of simple and more complicated to suit all abilities. Highlight features each time which indicate style of writing.
