	Topic Intro 

What is weather
	1. To develop a topic wordbank.

2. To ask and respond to gepographical questions.
	Introduce topic of weather to pupils – discuss question – what is weather? – develop thought cloud.  Establish what pupils already know – what they need to know.
Show them topic outcomes and discuss ways forward.
	1.BBC weather site – develop definitions for different weather terms –atmosphere, pressure, cloud, temperature, wind, sun, humidity 

2. Make some simple weather recording instruments. 
3. Set up a class weather station.

Where in the world


	1.To locate and describe where places are on a map

2. To use and interpret maps
	Show a blank world map.  Find out what pupils already know about continents, oceans and even countries – where are they located.

Introduce Powerpoint about continents and oceans.  
	1.World map jigsaws.

2. Maps from memory – children work in pairs, groups to reproduce world map, labeling continents and countries – check work using atlases.

3. Place the picture – children to add a picture to their maps in the appropriate place e.g cowboy, kangaroo etc
	To locate and name continets and oceans.
To know where major countries are located – U.K, USA, China, Canada, Australia, Russia, Japan
	Where are the main continents and oceans located on a world map?

Where is the U.K in relation to other major countries?

	Week 2
Be a weatherman
	1. To ask and respond to geographical questions

	A Discuss with the children where hot and cold places tend to be located through discussion of recent holidays and atlas work.
As a class discuss weather photographs and discuss similarities/differences.   Where might such weather conditions be found?  What activities are possible because of the weather?

Introduce appropriate vocab.

B Introduce the notion of climate zones. – look at simple climate graphs showing temp and rainfall for four different climate zones. Ask pupils to identify which of these is hot and dry, wet and cold, cold and dry, cold and wet. Locate each of the places on a world map.  Match this to a world map showing simple climate zones – desert, tropical, polar, temperate.
	A Working in twos and threes children complete - Where are you most likely to be activity. Record reasons for their responses.
B 
1. Compare two graphs and come up with statements relating to the climate, weather e.g In March you are most likely to……..
2. Give each group a country(climate) to research – see worksheet

1. Naxos, Greece – warm temperate

2. Belfast – cool temperate

3. Barbados, W.Indies – hot, wet

4. Aswan, Egypt – hot and dry, desert

5. Spitzbergen, Norway - polar


	To identify different weather conditions - hot and cold places in an atlas or on a globe.
To recognize that not all places are simply hot or cold.

To identify climate zones on a world map.

To research the climate, temperature and rainfall in a particular area.

Finding a destination


	To describe what places are like in terms of weather or climate
To understand how places are similar or different
	Ask the pupils to identify places that they have visited on holiday on the world map – encourage them to report on weather conditions and leisure activities.  Bring in postcards etc
(Homework activity)

Discuss with the pupils why people go on holiday, identifying weather as one of the major factors.  Ensure that children know weather often affects activity e.g skiing, sailing etc


	Divide the children into small groups and ask them to decide where they will send/ plan a holiday for a person with particular likes, dislikes and needs on holiday this summer. This could be someone they know or they could use profiles of staff members to ensure that a range of holidays, in terms of weather and climate, are considered. 
Pupils may need to consider any further questions that they may need to ask the staff member in order to establish a suitable destination.When each group has chosen a holiday destination, ask them to locate the place, using an atlas, and identify the climatic zone. Then ask them to mark, on a base map of the UK or world, the route from 'home' to the holiday destination and state the type of transport they would use. Information from all groups could be collated and transferred to a whole class display. 
Ext : Group poster to advertise holday destination.

	Show children 4 left luggage destination labels and suitcases. Explain that they have got muddles up – in pairs children discuss which case is going to which destination.

Recap on places identified last week for chosen member of staff.

Explain task 

Show pupils websites containing details of activities which could be undertaken in certain places – e.g the adventure company, nielson ski holiday etc.  
	Each group needs to conduct further research into the destination and develop an information booklet/ holiday intinery for staff member. Can even prepare pp if resources available.
e.g places of interest , activities, day trips vaccinations, visas, weather , list of clothing and essential items etc
Children present finished travel plans to staff member – perhaps in assembly.  Evaluate the planned holiday together with the member of staff.

	Look at some examples of holiday postcards and scrap books.  Discuss what is similar/different about postcards e.g most people mention weather , if they are enjoying themselves etc.
	Ask the children to imagine they are on the holiday chosen for the staff member.

Children to write a postcard describing the range of weather conditions and leisure activities they are able to do.eg visiting an indoor leisure pool on a wet day, going to the beach on a hot day, staying in the shade by a hotel pool on a very hot day. The postcards could be read out and then added to the whole class display. 

The activity may be extended for more able children by asking them to find out about weather conditions for particular days at the chosen destination, eg from newspapers or the internet, and to compare them with claims and climate graphs in travel brochures.
