Why does Noah call Oliver 

Sympathy for Oliver, sound, camera pans in to faces- emotion

Eg. Stung Oliver looks at him dangerously

Ch to act out scene between Noah and Oliver focusing on characterisation and expression.

   Ask ch to talk discuss their observations after having studied both the film and the playcript. What does the director add to the film that is missing from the playscript? 
	

	Day 3
	Main focus:   Setting /Character 

Consider the overall impact of a live or recorded performance, identifying dramatic ways of conveying characters' ideas and building tension
To analyse how messages, moods, feelings and attitudes are conveyed in the film.

Make notes whilst listening
	 Discuss setting : Ch watch ch 5 of the film where The Artful Dodger takes Oliver through the streets of London. They move along the streets, first going through the well-to-do parts – how does director visualise this – people’s dress etc?

Jack turns down an alleyway and the scenery changes dramatically.

Give ch headings to make notes - mindmap

Settings – how do they change

Upper class part of London to impoverished part, how does the scene change

Third scene entering Fagin’s den. Surroundings and people –what are they wearing, how do they speak. Can Oliver understand them? How does Fagin treat Oliver? Oliver’s feelings. How do we know how he is feeling from watching the film?

 Ch watch Ch 5 again. Comment on setting – how does Oliver feel as he is walking through London with Jack? The experience is completely new – Is he scared, excited? What adjectives can we think of to describe the streets, the people, the alleyways?

	Lesson Evaluation.

The ch far exceeded my expectations – the standard of their writing was high. They had captured the character of Oliver in their writing. One of the SEN ch who usually finds it very difficult to write wrote the piece unaided.

	Day 5
	Main focus:  

Characterisation

To understand how a film maker portrays information about a character.

Describe characters in subtle and insightful ways.

	 To work in groups – ch discuss with partners and then report back to teacher.

What can a filmmaker do to replace the information about character and setting that is lost when a narrator is eliminated? (Answers could include using dialogue, the actors' abilities to communicate emotions and inner thoughts, scenery, costumes, sound.)

Ch watch various extracts from Oliver – how does the character of Oliver develop through the film. Compare Oliver at the beginning of the film to Oliver at the end. Has he changed much. Can experience and our association with other people affect how we behave?

	Main focus:  

Characterisation

Explain that ch are going to design the front page of “The London Echo” from 1837.
Discuss examples of various newspaper articles from 1830. Discuss difference in language from newspapers today. Explain that London was a much smaller place in 1830. 
Ch to watch scene between Bill and Nancy where Nancy is killed. 
Explain that we are going to write a newspaper article

Show ch Victorian diary. Ask ch to give examples of features of diary writing

Ch watch part of film of Oliver in workhouse. Tell them that they are going to write a diary as if they were Oliver.

Explain that they are going to write a second entry describing his stay with the Sowerberrys’ and his subsequent fight with Noah.

Ch to take notes as they watch the film.

	Day 11
