	To question and make thoughtful observations about starting points for their work

To collect visual and other information to help them develop their ideas, including using a sketchbook, to question and make thoughtful observations about the stimulus for their work 
To learn about the work of Aboriginal artists using the internet for research
 To understand Aboriginal art and to use this as inspiration for their own work 

	Introduce the topic by considering how different cultures represent journeys through art. Explain to the children that we are going to continue with our Aboriginal theme (started in literacy) and represent our personal journeys in the style of Aboriginal art. The children will research Aboriginal art using the internet. In particular, they will find information about the life and work of Emily           .They will print images to include in their sketchbooks and make detailed notes about the style, shapes, lines and colours used.

	To question and make thoughtful observations about starting points for their work 
To keep notes about my ‘journey’ in my Art Sketch Book, using labels, captions and short paragraph to describe it
To compare and discuss my ideas about journeys with my partner 

	Ask the children to talk about a familiar journey, eg their journey to school, a journey around the school, a journey between two other places. Ask them to describe and note in detail what they remember passing on the way. The children are to use the Mike Smith method to map their journey and write a description to accompany this in their sketchbooks.

	To collect visual and other information to help them develop their ideas, including using a sketchbook, to question and make thoughtful observations about the stimulus for their work 
To take meaning from images to generate ideas for my work
To keep notes about the purpose of my work in my Art Sketch Book, using labels, captions and short paragraphs.

	The children will explore a range of maps, aerial photographs, abstract art and other stimulus material. Discuss the use of lines, shapes and patterns in the material and how they have been used to indicate objects and features. Point out that their use can be decorative as well as functional. Ask the children to make visual notes in their sketchbooks of some of the patterns in the stimulus material that they could use to represent their own journeys. Ask the children to invent their own signs and symbols using different combinations of the lines and shapes in their sketchbooks. Encourage the children to avoid obvious signs and symbols and to embellish and develop their signs and symbols, using colour if they wish

To experiment with different materials and techniques to find the best ones to represent my journeys

	Ask the children to think how they will compose their picture of the journey. What composition are they going to use? Does it have to be in a rectangle? Could they use other shapes, like a circle? Could the journey start in the middle and work its way out to the edge? What signs or symbols will be used to represent ideas about the journey? The children will be given sand as a canvas and will be encouraged to experiment with different ways of using line and to try to create unexpected and interesting shapes and patterns to divide up their picture space. Ask them to incorporate signs and symbols to represent their journey. Take photographs as a record of their work (to be included and annotated in sketchbooks).

To create a collage to represent a part of my journey. It will combine both visual and tactile qualities
To combine colour; pattern; texture; line and tone and shape to suit the purpose of my work.


	Show the children the paper collage work in ‘Looking Down’ by Steve Jenkins.  Link to work on maps and aerial photos. Use paper to create a representation of their journey.  Focus on shape and texture, including smooth, flowing lines for rivers and hard edges for buildings and roads, etc

Make sure no white is showing through the collage.

	To question and make thoughtful observations about starting points for their work:
To use a paint package to represent part of my journey in the style of Paul Klee.

To compare and discuss my ideas with others in the class

	Introduce children to the idea of ‘taking a line for a walk’, as a way of creating shapes and areas that represents a journey. Children will research work of Paul Klee on the internet and then create their own pictures using ‘Dazzle’ paint package. The children will share these with the rest of the class 
Periodically (and most importantly at the end) show examples of good work/ideas.  Focus on line and effect of pattern and shape on the page.  Discuss next step.

To adapt and improve my work, thinking about the best way to represent my journey. I use will experiment with painting, collage and print in my work
	Practical session exploring the materials and processes that will best convey the different parts of their journey. Children will explore:
–painting, eg using different consistencies of paint, varying brush marks, mixing sand with paint to give it a texture

–print making, eg creating surface texture using rollers, sponges, engraving and printing from an inked surface

Discuss children’s work so far. Have they decided which materials and processes they are going to use? Record decisions in sketchbooks.

	Children begin their journey pictures. I will encourage them to think about the shape of their image and the surface qualities of their work. Encourage them to experiment with line, shape, pattern and texture, including:

–lines and marks, eg direct, meandering, accidental, intentional

–pattern, eg geometric, symmetrical, asymmetrical

–texture, eg rough, smooth, shiny, shimmering

–colour, eg pure, mixed, earth, natural, artificial, bright, dull

	Look at work completed so far. How could this be improved? The children will comment on their own work as well as that of others and adapt their pictures accordingly. The children should complete the pictures in this session

	Exhibit the completed images along with the preliminary work. Ask the children to reflect on what they and others have done and to describe and evaluate their work using the vocabulary they have learnt. What signs and symbols have they used? How well have they used line, shape, pattern and texture to describe their journey? How well have they used and combined different media? How well do the materials and methods they used match their ideas?
