	MON
	Discuss with class the meaning of a traditional tale. Read ‘Hare and the tortoise’ (Greek fable) – what is the message in the story?  (Cheats don’t win).
List other traditional stories eg King Arthur and Knights of the round table, Robin Hood etc. How might the content have changed over time? 

Draw grid with 3 sections. Write myth, legend, fable and as a class work out a definition for each type of writing.


	Write the work bomb on the board. Ask children to identify that this is a root word. How many words can they think of which have bomb as the root word.

	Give children Pandoras box and Garden of Eden to read. Use the bones of a story and write in the correct order. Use photocopiable p44 ‘

	Provide children with Pandora’s box and Garden of Eden text to read.  Ask children to cut up the bones of the story p44 and stick in the correct order in their books.

	EB Read Pandora’s box and text to the group.  Using the enlarged copies of p44 work as a group to put the story in the correct order.
	Review with class the order that they placed the bones of the 2 stories.
Review with class the definitions for the 3 types of text (myth, fable and legend)

	Read together Pandora’s Box Extract 1 and discuss the authors use of language to describe the different characters, settings, narrators voice.
How does the writer show Pandoras curiosity about the box?


	Ask children to identify the adjectives in the writing. What would happen if less powerful adjectives were used? How would this affect the writing?
	Guided work with CG
As a group write compound and complex sentences describing Pandora’s box.
	Read the extract of Pandora’s box. Underline all of the words which describe the box.  

* Find 3 phrases which show what Epimetheus is feeling.

* Find 5 examples that show Pandora is curious about the box.
	Read Garden of Eden. Put the bones of the story in the correct order.

	Ask children in comma group to explain to the rest of the class which

	Use Pandoras extract 1 and http://atschool.eduweb.co.uk/carolrb/greek/pandora.html.
Read the 2 versions together as a class.  Create a class chart with 2 sections and headings: Background to the story, Story telling techniques, insight into characters feelings and motivations, descriptive language, events of the story.


	Ask children to identify the verbs which have been used in the writing.  Underline these. Ask the children to write on MWB what these would be in past/future tense.
	Provide group with ‘creation story’ grid and complete using the 2 stories from Mondays lesson.

 Ask children to identify a simple sentence.  Work together as a group to develop this simple sentence into a compound sentence.

	THUR
	Re-read Pandora’s extract and focus on the differences between the characters and their relationship with each other. Ask children to identify the differences between the characters.

	Ask children to create a list of words which describes both of the characters draw 2 columns in their books).

	Explain that they are going to interview the 2 characters to get their view point for what happened.  Write 5 questions that they want to ask Epimetheus and Pandora.  
Children to work iwht a partner and complete the interview. One being Pandora and the other being Epimetheus.
	Role Play
Create a short role play between Epimetheus and Pandora as if it was the morning after Pandora opened the box.


	Guided work with CG
As a group, write a list of questions that they could ask to Pandora.  Write 6 questions and then ask them to their partner.
	Hotseating
Choose 2 children to be Epimetheus and Pandora. The rest of the class asks them questions and they must respond as if they were that character.
