	To gather, sort and evaluate information from the Internet.

To discover facts about the life of Henry VIII.


	Show children how to log on as ‘Maple’ While server is loading, begin with brief discussion; Who was Henry VIII and why do we remember him today? What do we already know about this person? Where did we learn about him? 

Talk about how useful the Internet is as a source of information – advantages and disadvantages. Children are going to look at some websites to find out more about Henry VIII. Demonstrate how to open Internet explorer and use the address bar to find a specific web page. Briefly discuss the web page.

Individually, children investigate Tudor websites and record findings in notebook. 

Invite children t o share some of the things they have found out during the session. All should have some detailed notes and could add to them during this discussion.

Explorer page independently.

	To locate suitable Tudor images online and know how to save those images for future use.
	Explain that in the following weeks the children are going to be making some presentations to show back in the classroom to the other group about all the things they have found out about Henry VIII. Tell them we need some images to go with the text information we already have. Demonstrate us e of Google images and how to open the image, right click, copy and save into their own folder on the server. 

Recognise that a stretched picture would appear blurry and one that is too small is of no use either. Children work to find images that would match their written findings. Ensure all children have a selection of images saved to their folder by the end of the session.

	To introduce the children to Photo Story 3.

To import images and format presentational features.
	Introduce group to Photo Story 3 software on main IWB. Explain that his software will show images and text but will also allow the children to add sound effects and more if they wish. Open the software and select ‘Begin a new story’. Talk children through how to import some of their images that they saved in the previous session. Also show children (after clicking next) how to add text and format it as you would in a word processing package.

Allow children time to practice adding images and text until they are confident. Returning to demo presentation, then extend to show how music can be added to the show. Children then practice independently.
