	Unit: Year 1 Additional text based unit ‘A Day in the life of an RSPCA inspector’. 

Duration of unit: 2 Weeks (WK1)

Texts: Video ‘A day in the life of an RSPCA inspector.

	Learning Objectives:

· Recognise and use alternative ways of pronouncing the graphemes already taught 

· Recognise and use alternative ways of spelling the graphemes already taught 

· Identify the constituent parts of two-syllable and three-syllable words to support the application of phonic knowledge and skills 

· Recognise automatically an increasing number of familiar high-frequency words 

· Apply phonic knowledge and skills as the prime approach to reading and spelling unfamiliar words that are not completely decodable 

· Read more challenging texts which can be decoded using their acquired phonic knowledge and skills, along with automatic recognition of high frequency words 

· Read and spell phonically decodable two-syllable and three-syllable words

· Spell new words using phonics as the prime approach 

· Segment sounds into their constituent phonemes in order to spell them correctly 

· Recognise and use alternative ways of spelling the graphemes already taught 

· Use knowledge of common inflections in spelling, such as plurals, -ly, -er 

· Read and spell phonically decodable two-syllable and three-syllable words
	Learning Objectives:

· Identify the main events and characters in stories, and find specific information in simple texts 

· Recognise the main elements that shape different texts

· Convey information and ideas in simple non-narrative forms 

· Create short simple texts, on paper and on screen, that combine words with images (and sounds)

· Write chronological and non-chronological texts using simple structures

· Compose and write simple sentences independently to communicate meaning

· Use the space bar and keyboard to type their name and simple texts


	
	Speaking, Listening and Responding:

· Tell stories and describe incidents from their own experience in an audible voice

· Explain their views to others in a small group, decide how to report the group’s views to the class

	Unit  Outline: 

Phase 1 (2 days)

This first phase introduces the film clip and encourages the children's responses linking this to their prior knowledge through discussion activities. The focus of the phase is to embed an understanding of the sequence of events and this is achieved through an interactive approach, using drama techniques and small-world play.

Phase 2 (3 days)

The second phase develops the children’s empathy with the characters and explores the different opinions of people involved in the film. Preparation for hot-seating is crucial within this phase and involves the children in considering key questions to ask characters, as well as the range of possible responses they might receive. The fact that Tyson cannot talk introduces the important concept of the role of the RSPCA in representing the interests of animals in society.

Phase 3 (5 days)

In the third phase, shared, supported and independent writing activities allow the children to create a written recount of the events from a particular point of view. Children use structured oral rehearsal to support their independent writing.


	Assessment/Learning Outcomes: 

Phase 1

Children’s responses and attention when listening can be used to assess their developing skills of enquiry. For children who find ordering difficult this phase may need to be extended or given greater time in phases 2 and 3.

Phase 2

Assessment will largely be through observing children’s responses and their reasoning ability. Children’s understanding of the different points of view can be judged through their anticipated responses from the characters. Can they articulate suitable questions to gather appropriate information during hot-seating?

Phase 3

Written outcomes can be used to judge children's understanding of recount and sentence construction and can be used for future teaching.

	Discuss the children’s understanding of the RSPCA. Make links to programmes they might know such as animal hospital and pet rescue TV. Explore the role and responsibility of the RSPCA and discuss the five freedoms.     
	Introduce the clip ‘A day in the life of an RSPCA inspector’. Allow the children to talk and then watch it again. Children to record the role of the Inspector Brian on large sheets of paper within their groups and then feed back. Link back to the prevention role using the dog Tyson as a discussion point.

	Teach the four consonant digraphs. Practice reading captions and sentences.
	Watch the section of the film from the call to the RSPCA inspector till Tyson is ready for re-homing. Scribe the different activities that take place, drawing from the children’s ideas. 
	The children will work in mixed ability groups to re-enact the sequence of events as follows. Phone call, sign off the dog by the owner, taken to the animal centre, checked over by the vet, vaccinated, given a kennel, re-homed.

	The children will work in groups to think of questions they would like to ask Tyson if he could talk and put his view across. Each group to feedback and teacher to scribe. Children will then annotate their sheet with the questions and responses they think Tyson would give.
