	Photograph of typical spring objects and similes to describe these objects.  Chn play game like a pairs game, chn with the most cards wins.

Ext – try to think of different similes.
	Chn use spring picture cards and write down similes to describe the picture.  For each picture chn begin by brainstorming the word to describe it and then create a simile.  Chn do the last part without telling the rest of the group.  They can then read their work out loud and judge each others.

	Chn work within groups to make some everyday objects into useless objects.  Some objects will be out on table, but they will need to think of at least 4 on their own.

Chn they use these objects and the start of the football poem (our school goalie saves....) to remodel as their own.

	Read Attention poem.  Think about something you would not like to do.  Have chn give their suggestions.  Now with talking partner chn list as many things as they can think of, discuss with chn the difference between humour and silliness.
