	Sequence of Activities 

· Give small groups of children an industrial scene picture by Lowry and ask them to discuss it. Try and answer questions as to when it could have been painted, which type of place is it in, what sort of colours have been used, any particular style they notice, eg matchstick people. Report back to the class and gather information. Help the children to build up some information about Lowry and his work. Play ‘matchstick men’ by Brian and Michael.
· If possible spend and ICT lesson finding out about Lowry and his work. Print out interesting images and information to put into sketchbooks.
· Tell the children they are going to make a town/industrial picture in the style of Lowry. 

· Study the buildings in Lowry’s paintings, make a list of the types of buildings. eg houses, factories, churches and their significant features eg tall chimneys, Look at how many storeys the buildings have. Look at other pictures of town’s in the 1930’s and 40’sIn sketchbooks make a collection of sketches of different buildings.

· Explore painting with the watercolour paints to help develop technique. Try painting large and small areas of colours.

· Look at some of Lowry’s work to see how he has built up layers of buildings. Ask the children to design their own townscape using ideas from Lowry’s work and their sketch books. Only do the buildings at this stage. 

· Give the children plenty of time to complete their paintings.

· Focus on Lowry figures Look at how to draw simple matchstick figures, (no clothes)! Choose some children to make a pose of a person from one of the pictures and get the others to make quick a matchstick drawing. Ask the children to develop some of their figures into figures with clothes (work in pencil) Choose one to draw in colour thinking about appropriate colours. Use watercolour pencils.

· Add matchstick people to their pictures using water colour pencils.
