	Explain that in today’s activity the children will order things by weight capacity or length. Put out 3 ribbons and ask Which is the longest? Shortest? How can you tell? Discuss how it is important to ensure that the items line up. How much longer do you think the longest ribbon is than the shortest ribbon? How can we find out? Discuss which unit would be best to make a measurement such as cubes or rods, invite 2 children to measure using one of the units. How long is the longest ribbon? How long is the shortest etc?

Ordering 4 strings by length then measuring each one and recording the results

Ordering 4 parcels by weight weigh each one and record results

Ordering 4 jugs by capacity measure and record results

Record by writing a sentence or drawing

	Say the days of the week together. Ask which days do you come to school? Which days are the weekend? What day is it today? What day was it yesterday? What day will it be tomorrow?

Show the children a minute timer. While the sand is running through the timer how many times do your think you can write your first name? Write your estimate Now lets find out. Start writing. Ask for some times estimates etc. Were you faster or slower than your estimate?

	Provide children with clock face and ask them to set the hands to the answer to some problems Say it is 4 o’clock what time will it be in 2 hours… 4 hours 1 hour etc. Mum bakes a cake. She put it in the oven at 6 o clock and took it out again at 8 o clock. How long was the cake in the oven?

What time do we come into school? Set hands for start of school. What time do we have lunch, play, and go home?


	Using the time picture cards and clocks children match time to activity. They could invent a sentence to match time and picture.
