Phase 1 (4 days)

	Lesson

	1
	As a class, begin to read the story of ‘Room on the Broom’ by Julia Donaldson. Ask children to predict what they think will happen at various points in the book – use illustrations for clues. (See also sentence level).Stop reading at the point where the witch is about to be eaten by the dragon. Talk to the person next to them – what do they want to happen next?
In between looking at cover/fly papers etc and starting to read the story, talk out loud about the things you will need to remember when reading the story to make it sound good. (Full stops mean breathe, commas-pause, different voices etc). Get children to contribute what they know makes a good reading. As reading, ask children to read a paragraph out loud (Volunteers only) remembering these types of things.
	Children to work in groups to act out what they want to happen next in the story.
TA to support Middle group.

Teacher to support Lower group.

ICT: Use digiblue cam to record.
	Longer plenary – children to show the other groups their sketch. Read the final few pages of the story and discuss whether the children liked the ending. Why/Why not? How did it compare to what they wanted to happen? Do they think the author made a wise choice in choosing this ending?

	2
	Go through the book again, getting the children to summarise each page. The aim is to help the children become more familiar with the text.
Point out that to summarise each page, the children will need to used the past tense. Re-cap on what we mean by the past tense and ensure it used consistently throughout. Look in more detail at some of the more irregular verbs children the children use.

	Children create a storyboard for this story, showing the 4 key parts of the story.  Higher group to add captions with support from teacher.
	In order to check that the children are fully comfortable with the sequence of the story, teacher to teach the class ‘The Room on the broom song’. Once tune established for first verse, children to prompt teacher with animals for subsequent verses.

	3
	Begin by explaining that we will be going through the book looking for questions. Without reading the whole book again, how can we see where the questions are? (Question marks).  None of the questions in this book begin with what we might expect questions to begin with. What words do we normally start questions with? Teacher to scribe the main question words.

Once Sentence level work done.  Explain that at the end of the lesson you will be in the role of the witch and that they will have an opportunity to ask questions. What types of questions might they want to ask?

As a class, write a few examples. Scribe for them but get them to tell you how to spell words – either because they know them or by sounding out.
	Children write questions to ask the witch.
Teacher to role play as witch in plenary.

TA to support Lower group with question writing.  Children to share ideas orally before writing questions.

Teacher to work with other groups.
	Children share questions.

	4
	Read the Gruffalo to the class.  Ask the children to comment on similarities to Room on a Broom before revealing that they are written by the same author and they will be finding out more about this author and her books over the next 2 weeks.  Ask the children to say why they like this author’s books so far!

	Look at cover of Room on the Broom.  Remind children of questions and explain that we are going to write a letter to the witch.  Shared writing of letter.  Envelope and stamp.

	Children write adjectives to describe witch inside and outside outline.  Middle and Lower in pairs.  Higher independently as a group using whiteboard.
TA to support Lower group.

Teacher to support Middle group.
	Children share work from main part of lesson.  Choose a few adjectives and write in sentences as a class.

	6
	Discuss what we already know about the witch.  Read letter from the witch.  What do we know now?  Is there anything else we would like to know?  Write as questions on the board.
	Work in groups to role play as witch and answer the questions.
TA to support SEN.

Teacher to support children recording using digicam.
	Teacher to role play as witch to answer questions.  Children to record using digicam.

	7
	Re-read the Gruffalo with the children.  Ask some children to role-play the story and freeze-frame at certain points.  Take pictures of these points.  Children to discuss how characters are feeling and thinking at that moment.
	Children play Build Your Own Gruffalo game in mixed ability groups.
	Children give adjectives to describe the mouse.

	Explain to children that they will be in 2 groups finding out more about Julia Donaldson.  We want to know more about her and her books.  We want to recommend one of her books to class 1.
	Group 1 to go to ICT suite with teacher to research Julia Donaldson.  These children should answer questions about Julia Donaldson.

Group 2 to read Julia Donaldson books with TA.  Children to work in mixed ability pairs to read the stories.  These children should write a book review for a book they have read.
	Review what each group has done and explain that we will swap round tomorrow.

	Review work to be done.
	As yesterday with groups swapped.
	Review work done.

	10
	Children share reviews about books read.  Children express preference for a book to recommend to class 1, giving reasons.  Children then vote.

	Children re-tell story of Room on a Broom.  Describe the setting.  Focus on use of adjectives.  Explain that children will be writing a story featuring the witch but in a different setting.  Look at setting pictures.  Give out 2 per group.  Ask the chn to use small post-its to stick adjectives to the settings.  Share with class.  Teacher choose one setting and model writing start of story.

Discuss parts of a story and using storyboard for planning it.
	Children use storyboard to plan their story using a story setting photograph.  They discuss ideas with other children before beginning. Then discuss ideas with teacher or TA.
Teacher to support Lower group.

TA to work mainly with Higher group to extend discussion of story but also to support Middle group.
	P2 of notebook.  Look at teacher’s story opening.  What is good about it?  Has it got everything I am looking for?  Spot the adjectives.  Which setting photograph was I using?

	9
	Return to opening of last lesson’s story (plenary p2) and ask the class what makes the opening good.  Remind the children that they are trying to describe the setting.  Children talk in pairs about how they will start their story.  Several share ideas with class.
Recap on parts of a story and what we need to remember.

Review must, should, could success criteria.
	Children write their own stories.  
Teacher to work with Higher group to support the inclusion of dialogue in their writing.

TA to support Lower group to help them remain on task.
	Children share story openings with partner and give good points.  Ask volunteers to share with class.  Peer assessment.

	10
	Read the Gruffalo with the class.  Discuss the character of Mouse.  Record adjectives for this character as a class.  Introduce Bear (puppet) and tell the children that he is quite a silly bear who often gets himself into tricky situations.  Do they think he could use a clever friend like Mouse?
Make the puppet play with a toy (lego) and then break it.  Oh no.  This toy was his big sister’s. She’ll be mad!  Ask the children who could help: Mouse.  What would Mouse say to Bear.  Role-play the conversation.  Model writing this dialogue.  Discuss punctuation for speech.
	Children write dialogue between Bear and Mouse when Bear falls down a hole and can’t get himself out.

Teacher to work with Lower group.

TA to support Middle group.

Higher group to work in pairs on classroom computers to write dialogue using Word.  Please save in children’s files.  File name: Mouse and Bear
	Show the children the spider puppet and explain that this is

	Show the children the spider puppet and explain that this is another of Mouse’s friends.  What kind of character do you think he is?  Ask them to describe Spider.  They can be creative and decide what this character will be like.
Explain that the children will write a story about clever Mouse and the ? Spider.  What could happen?  Take ideas.  Review parts of a story: opening, problem, solution, ending.
	Children act out their story in pairs.  Focus on dialogue between the 2 characters.

Record using digi cam.
	Invite a pair to share their role-play.  Model writing the dialogue on the board.

	Recap on yesterday’s lesson.  Children discuss story ideas.  Review parts of story.
	Children play story using storyboard grid.
Teacher to support Lower group.

TA to work with Middle group.
	Model writing the opening of a story.  Make it boring and short.  Ask the children how you could improve it: adjectives to describe the setting, make it exciting, time connective at the beginning etc.

	13
	Look again at the story opening from yesterday’s plenary.  Model continuing to write the story.  Review what the story should include: dialogue.  Model writing this and cover punctuation and taking a new line for each character speaking.
	Children write own stories.

Teacher to extend Higher group.

TA to support Lower group.
	Children share stories with a partner.  Some children could share with the whole class.
