	Trip to Blackpool

* Spend a day in Blackpool collecting data using the pack of activity sheets provided.

* Encourage the children to:

 - draw field sketches, facing different directions (use compasses)

 - note the main features of the physical landscape and human activity

 - carry out a land use survey of the main street, recording their findings on a base map with a colour-coded key they have devised, and complete a tally chart of land use

 - list the types of economic activity in Blackpool and categorise them as primary, secondary and tertiary – ‘take it’, ‘make it’, ‘sell it’

 - complete a traffic survey at a busy and a quiet time

 - investigate the sea front and pier, sketching the buildings and noting the types of buildings

 - take photographs and make notes on what people do

 - look for evidence of locality changes

 - investigate & use their senses to appreciate the quality of the environment

 - investigate the quality of the environment - record the views of local people on why they like Blackpool & what it has to offer

 - make video recordings of the landscape & places of interest

 - interview tourists about why they like to visit Blackpool

- note jobs specific to Blackpool

 - collect details of some typical houses
