	To be able to experiment with and build new stores of words to communicate in different contexts
To be able to convey information and ideas in simple non-narrative forms 


	Read the poem As Tasty As A Picnic by Celia Warren. Remind children of the 5 senses does this poem refer to any of them? What sorts of words are used to describe tastes? Ask children to think about tastes they like and dislike. Share some ideas. Model on the w/b some descriptive phrases about foods e.g. sweet crunchy apples, sour yellow lemon, tangy hot peppers.  

	Can talk about foods and how they taste in appropriate and descriptive ways? 
Can they use describing words and phrases to describe the foods 

Take turns when discussing their ideas. 
	Rotation of activities: 
One group working with TA – smelling and tasting different foods and then thinking about words to describe what they have smelt and tasted. 

One group working with Teacher to play some phonics games looking at the sn and sw sounds. 
All groups to have a go at everything either today or Tuesday. 
	To be able to read words in contexts.
Play the silly questions game. 

	
	Plenary Questions: who can describe some of the things that they have smelt or tasted today?

	To be able to discriminate, blend and spell initial consonant clusters 
Sn and sw. 

To be able to take turns to speak and listen to others suggestions. 


	Show the children some objects that begin with sn or sw. Ask the children if they notice anything about the objects or the sounds that they might have in them. Look at the sounds and explain that sometimes 2 letters are blended together to make one complete sound. Show them using the letter boards. Can anybody think of any other words that might have these sounds in? How I am I going to write these words what 2letters will go at the beginning of the word?
	Can children recognise the new sounds learnt today- can they find words that have the sound in? 
	A continuation of activities from Monday’s session. 
	Practice blending for reading. 
Play a game of phoneme frame using cvc words and moving onto the constant clusters.

	To be able to visualize and comment on events, characters and ideas, making links to their won experiences.
To be able to find and use new and interesting words and phrases.

To be able to apply phonics knowledge/skills as the prime approach to spelling unfamiliar words which are not decodable?


	Read the poem Smelly People by Roger Stevens. Do the children like the poem? Ask for their reasons? Discuss how people smell and write ideas down on the w/b. explain that we are going to be writing our own poem about how people smell.  We shall use comparisons like the poem e.g. my Nan smells like a tin of peaches. In order to write our poem we need to choose a person we like and then we need to think about what they are like, what they make us think about of. Model on the w/b a picture and then words to describe that person. 
	Think about people they know well and describe them and use imagination in their descriptions. 
	Each child to draw a picture of somebody they like and write words around their drawings to describe that person. E.g. they are as nice as a big hug. 
LA- To work with the TA to think about a character.

MA- To work with the teacher.

HA- To work independently. 
	To be able to read words in contexts.
Play a game of silly questions. 

	
	Plenary Questions: children to share their work and then look at a character from a book e.g. the wolf and write words around him to describe him e.g. he is as creepy as a dark wood.

	To be able to independently chose what to write about.
To be able to write chronological and non-chronological texts using simple structures. 


	Start discussing how the character words can lead us to decide what ‘smell’ words to use when describing these people-re-read the smelly poem. Make a list of smelly words. Explain that we are going to match out people- with their different characters- to the description words about smells. Model writing a 2 line verse using one of the children’s characters e.g. my dad smells like a ripe apple, me Nan smells like a warm bed, my sister smells like a perfume bottle. 
	Children can write their own verse about their family 
Lower children can write one sentence about how their family smells. 
	LA- To work with the TA to write one line about how their character smells e.g. my dad smells like a cup of tea. 
MA- To work independently to write about how two of their family smell.

HA- To work with the teacher to write about how four of their family members smell. 
	To be able to use words to create a sentence. 

Write two words on the board and ask the children to put them into a sentence.
