· Review of the day – share achievements with the group

· Show work to class and in assemblies

· Establish simple routines of the day

· Take turns to use limited equipment e.g. bikes, computer etc.

· Use self help systems - aprons, milk, register

· Choose from a wide range of activities on offer daily

· Respond to suggestions to try new activities

· Use available resources to develop own work

· Tell others about new/exciting activities

· Encourage friends to join in

· Join in discussions about stories and books that emphasise moral issues 

· Explore stories about caring for each other through role-play, small world and puppetry
	· Play name games to familiarise each other with new class members

· Play game "hide and seek”  with classroom objects to familiarise new children with the classroom areas

· Review positive class rules together – make up classroom signs to emphasise them

· Role play rules and manners to establish class protocols

· Celebrate Chinese New Year

· Circle time – contribute to discussions about looking after toys in the classroom

· Introduce new ideas for exploring toys through stories and books etc.

· Ask questions about toys that others have brought in

· In small groups, talk about how toys work

· Look at photographs of old toys and compare to new toys

· Circle time to discuss moral issues in Pinocchio story

· In a group decide what to include in the class shop

· Share food for Chinese New Year

· Retell toy stories with puppets and small world toys in small groups

· Ask a visitor about their toys when they were young

· Empathise with “Dave” in the “Dogger” story and relate to own experience

· Recount a special event about a toy at home to a small group

· In small groups discuss ideas for making toy models

	1. Interact with others, negotiating plans and activities and taking turns in conversation.

2. Enjoy listening to and using spoken and written language, and readily turn to it in their play and learning.

3. Sustain attentive listening, responding to what they have heard by relevant comments, questions or actions.

4. Listen with enjoyment, and respond to stories, songs and other music, rhymes and poems and make up their own songs, rhymes and poems.

5. Extend their vocabulary, exploring the meanings and sounds of new words.

6. Speak clearly and audibly with confidence and control and show awareness of the listener, for example by their use of conventions such as greetings, ‘please’ and thank you’.

18. Use their phonic knowledge to write simple regular words and make phonetically plausible attempts at more complex words.

19. Attempt writing for different purposes, using features of different forms such as lists, stories and instructions.

20. Write their own names and other things such as labels and captions and begin to form simple sentences, sometimes using punctuation.

21. Use a pencil and hold it effectively to form recognisable letters, most of which are correctly formed.
	· Talk about personal experiences in class and group circle times, review times, class discussions 

· Use imaginative talk in role play, small world play, puppet play

· Listen attentively in group times, play and to audio tapes

· Converse with others in all classroom areas

· Develop language skills through structured and unstructured discussions linked to books, topics, routines, events etc.

· Choose to look at books alone and with others

· Bring books and take books home 

· Read class labels, names, signs 

· Talk about pictures in books

· Retell familiar stories in role-play and small world etc.

· Join in stories, rhymes and songs

· Talk about own experiences related to content of book

· Make up own stories inspired by books, poems, pictures, music etc

· Make marks to signify writing

· Write cards, invitations, lists, books, labels, signs, messages, instructions, letters, guessing cards, zig-zag books, flap books 

· Write name at every opportunity – sign up for dinner, computer, bikes, as label for models, on any work on paper

· Practice forming letters and patterns using pens, pencils, crayons, chalks, paints, sand, dough
	Texts: Fiction – ‘Kipper’s Toybox’, ‘Goldilocks and the Three Bears’, ‘Dogger’, ‘We’re Going on a Bear Hunt’, ‘The train ride’, Poetry – ‘Miss Polly had a Dolly’, Non Fiction – ‘Looking at Teddy Bears’ and other books from the library.
· Develop role play area into a toy shop

· Make up imaginative stories about toys 

· Listen to above texts on the tape-recorder

· Retell above texts with magnetic story props/small world toys/puppets

· Make labels and posters for the toy shop

· Make shopping lists for the class shop

· Write “guess what” cards to describe different toys

· Retell “Old bear” in a teddy shape book 

· Contribute to big class information book toys

· Make a thank-you letter for a visitor

· Make a zig-zag book about journey of a wheeled toy that comes to life 

· Contribute to class “Where’s my teddy?” lift the flap book

· Make get well cards for Miss Polly’s Dolly

· Compose group train poems

· Contribute to large class outing book about old and new toys

· Write instructions to make toys move

· Form letters in name correctly using pens, paints, sand, by labelling models + signing up for class surveys.

	1. Say and use number names in order in familiar contexts.

2. Count reliably up to 10 everyday objects.

3. Recognise numerals 1 to 9.

4. Use developing mathematical ideas and methods to solve practical problems.

5. In practical activities and discussion begin to use the vocabulary in adding and subtracting.

6. Use language such as ‘more’ or ’less’ to compare two numbers.

7. Find one more or one less than a number from one to 10.

8. Begin to relate addition to combining two groups of objects and subtraction to ‘taking away’.

9. Use language such as ‘greater’, ‘smaller’, heavier’ or ‘lighter’ to compare quantities.

10. Talk about, recognise and recreate simple patterns.

11. Use language such as ‘circle’ or ‘bigger’ to describe the shape and size of solids and flat shapes.

12. Use everyday words to describe position.

13. Use developing mathematical ideas and methods to solve practical problems.
	· Sing number songs and rhymes 

· Count 1-5, 1-10, 1-20

· Count a set of objects  (5, 10, 20) giving just one number name to each object

· Play recognition error games with puppet e.g. count same object twice, miss out an object, make an error in counting sequence, touch but don’t name, summarise incorrectly)

· Count in tens and twos

· Recognise numerals 1-9, then 0 and 10, then 10 and beyond

· Recognise numerals familiar to them

· Count numbers on a number track

· Read numbers from individual cards

· Find a number from a given selection

· Match numbers to sets of objects

· Find a number on a clock face, till, telephone, calculator etc.

· Spot numbers in the class, school, environment

· Begin to recognise 0 as zero

· Use number cards as labels for sets

· Begin to recognise number names e.g. three
· Compare two numbers and say which is more or less

· Say a number which lies between two given numbers

· Begin to use the vocabulary of adding and subtracting

· Find one more or one less than a number from 1-10
	· Add new children to pictogram / graph birthdays in months

· Add new children to age pictogram which changes over the year “I am 4, I am 5” picture moves on child’s birthday

· Collect information in a survey about favourite toys and count responses

· Sort toys into sets of materials they are made of and count and label

· Sort toys into sets of how different toys work e.g. magnetic, non-magnetic

· Label posters for class toy shop with prices less than 10p

· Solve simple practical problems and respond to “what could we try next?” e.g. using money in the class toy shop

· Practice ordinal number when racing cars and vehicles down slopes and when discussing the Chinese New Year Story

· Compare the weights of two/three toys – guess then check.

· Find a toy that is heavier or lighter than this one – guess then check

· Use compare bears to weigh using different classroom equipment e.g. how many unifix cubes weigh the same as 5 small compare bears

· Compare two capacities of containers in the sand and water trays

· Order three capacities of containers

· Use full, empty, more, less, half, full, nearly, same as, heavy, light, heavier, lighter when exploring quantities

	1. Investigate objects and materials by using all of their senses as appropriate.

2. Find out about, and identify, some features of living things, objects and events they observe.

3. Look closely at similarities, differences, patterns and change.

4. Ask questions about why things happen and how things work.

5. Build and construct with a wide range of objects, selecting appropriate resources, and adapting their work where necessary. 

6. Select the tools and techniques they need to shape, assemble and join materials they are using.

7. Find out about and identify the uses of everyday technology and use communication technology and programmable toys to support their learning.

8. Find out about past and present events in their own lives, and in those of their families and other people they know.

9. Observe, find out about and identify features in the place they live and the natural world.

10. Find out about their environment, and talk about those features they like and dislike.

	· Explore textures such as wet/dry sand, dough, sand mousse, gravel, talc, etc.

· Talk about events in home lives.
· Observe things closely, record through drawing and modelling
· Discuss changes, patterns, similarities and differences e.g. observe and record the weather
· Use computers, calculators, programmable toys, tape recorders, cameras confidently
· Explore modelling through clay, junk, fabric, construction kits, cookery, woodwork

· Use small world and role play to explore other lives and environments
· Visit other people and places
· Find out about the world through looking at books, pictures, artefacts, talking to visitors

· Develop language of time through sequencing events and daily routines


	· Sort toys into sets of materials they are made of

· Sort toys into sets of how different toys work e.g. battery, not battery

· Sew a puppet and explore making different types of puppets (string, hand, stick)

· Make a small world play mat with slopes for cars and other wheeled vehicles

· Make a moving toy e.g. a glider, kite, parachute, robot, car etc.

· Make a magnetic board game by attaching a paper clip to a figure above the board and using a magnet below the board to move it or making a fishing game

· Take toys apart using screwdrivers and spanners etc.

· Sort old and new toys

· Listen to stories on the classroom tape recorder

· Make a graph of favourite toys on the class computer

· Draw a teddy or soft toy on colour magic

· Direct a floor turtle or roamer

· Use a remote control to move a toy

· Take photos of toys to use for “guess what” cards

· Bring in toys from home for a class display

· Recall toys that you played with when you were little

· Talk about the journey  to and around the toy museum

· Ask a mum/grandparent to come in and talk about toys they played with and games they played when they were young

· Find out about the toys that you parents played with

· Threading beads, reels, pasta, shapes etc.

· Dressing up

· Make collages/models using scissors, glue, tape, paper, junk

· Use woodwork tools with support

· Use paintbrushes and mark-makers

· Play with sand and water toys, 

· Use computer keys and mouse

· Model with dough, clay, plasticine rolling pins and cutters, etc.

· Explore textures e.g. gravel, talc, 

· Use cutlery independently at lunchtimes

Health

· Adopt healthy and hygienic routines throughout the school day
	· Play games to develop spatial awareness

· Explore ways of travelling under, over and through equipment emphasising body shape e.g. wide, tall, small, curling and stretching
