	Read a selection of extracts from travel brochures describing Greece. Identify ways in which the author tries to persuade us that Greece would be a good place to visit.

	Read a variety of travel brochures and use note taking and text marking to highlight persuasive techniques used by the author.
Make notes on facts they have learned about Greece from thebrochures.
	Discuss use of written texts and pictures in persuasive writing.
	Discuss their opinion of the author's implied point of view based on evidence in the written and visual text. Why wldhe have that view considering the purpose ofbrochures?

	Read further extracts from brochures.

	Snowballing - Children to work in pairs, then 4’s to collect arguments for and against why Persephone should stay with Pluto.

	Writing a letter to Zeus – model how to set out a letter and recap the features of persuasion.
