	PPoint explaining to ch that ancient Egyptians wrote in pictures called hieroglyphs. It began about 5000 yrs ago. For 100’s of yrs no one could read hieroglyphics and in 1799 Rosetta stone was discovered which had Greek and hieroglyphics on it. Jean-Francois Champollion managed to decipher the hieroglyphs.
After class input, ch will use hieroglyphs chart and create their own messages. These will be used as part of class display.
Ch will also have opportunities to translate some hieroglyphs obtained from ‘google’ images.
	Hieros/ glyphe-means sacred carving, Writing, hieroglyphics, meanings, archaeologists, scribes, decipher, message, rows, columns, neatly
