Class: 2   Year 1

	S&L Focus:  To ask and answer questions about a subject.
	Outcomes at the end of the unit: Children can ask simple questions.  They can identify a contents page and an index and use these to find the right page to answer simple questions.  Children can say what the key features of a simple information text are.  Children can write sentences for an information text in an appropriate style.

	Mon: To ask simple questions about whales.
	See separate phonics plan
	Read with the children a page from an information book about whales.  Block out some of the words in the text and display these in a word bank on the IWB.

Get the ch to match the words to the gaps and reread each sentence to check that it makes sense.

Display the sentences about whales on p2 & 3 of Dolphin flipchart and get the ch to decide if the sentences should end with a capital letter or full stop.  Emphasise the use of question marks when we are asking a question.  

As a class think about what questions we could ask to find out more about whales.
	Biff – Ask the ch to write a set of questions to help us find out more about whales.

Chip – Write questions to help us find out more about whales.  Emphasise use of question marks and question vocab – how, what, where, why.

Kipper – Get the ch to add full stops or question marks to given sentences (4b)

Floppy – Working with MH to write questions about Whales.  Support to ensure use of capital letters and question marks.
	Ask Kipper group to read out their sentences and the rest of the class need to decide if the sentences need full stops or question marks.
AfL –Are ch able to ask relevant questions about a topic?  Do they know when to use a full stop and when a question mark is needed?
Evidence –Discussion and questioning with Chip during GR.  Observation of participation in WCT on carpet.  Independent work of ch.

	Tues: To answer questions about Whales using an information book.
	See separate phonics plan
	Ask the ch to read out some of the questions they wrote yesterday about Whales.  Model how to answer these questions using the information book.  Show how we could use the contents page or index and use glossary to look up technical/special words.  Repeat with several questions.
Show ch the website http://www.enchantedlearning.com/subjects/whales/ and show them how to navigate it. Answer 2 of the questions using the website.
	Biff & Chip– To use the information book to answer some of the question they wrote yesterday about Whales.  They are to write what they find out in full sentences.
Kipper – To use the website http://www.enchantedlearning.com/subjects/whales/ to find out more about Whales.

Floppy – Working with MH – provide with a ‘Under the sea’ picture.  They are to say and then write sentences about what they can see – focus on remembering capital letters and full stops in their writing.    Encourage ch to say the sentence first and encourage/praise use of capitals & full stops.
	Ask Biff, Chip and Kipper groups to share some of the Whale facts they have found with the rest of the class.

AfL –Are ch able to use an information book/information website to find information? 
Evidence – Observe & question whole class whilst on carpet during WCT.   

Are ch in Floppy remembering the use of CL & FS in their sentences?

	Weds: To use information books/websites to find out about Whales.
	See separate phonics plan
	Look at the website http://www.enchantedlearning.com/subjects/whales/.  Spend time browsing the website with the ch.  Look at all the different types of Whales.  Tell ch that they are going to make an information poster about Whales.  Have a look at all the different types of Whales and as a class decide which one we will write about.
 Show the ch how to navigate around the pages.
As a class write down a list of good questions we could ask to find out about Whales e.g. What types of Whales are there? What colour are they?  How big do Whales grow?  Where do they live?  What is its name?  What do they eat?
	All groups to use the website or books if they prefer to find out about Whales (in pairs).  The ch can browse today & tomorrow we will begin to write down our information.
MH to work with whole class helping when needed.  
	Show a good information page and ask the ch what its features are?  Bold Title, labelled diagram, clear writing, text in boxes.  Put all the ideas into a checklist and save t flipchart file.  Tell the ch theses are the things their information page will need to have.

AfL - Are ch able to use an information book/information website to find information? 



	Thurs:  To use information website/books to find information about Whales.
	See separate phonics plan
	Recap on website again and what we have already found out about Whales.  Ask the ch if they can give the names of some of the different types of Whales.  
Show ch the list of questions we want to find out about Whales. Provide ch with template to record their findings on.
	All groups to try and answer the key questions about the Whale we have chosen by using the website on the laptops.  The ch can use the template to record their findings.  SR to work with Floppy and Kipper groups to help with the reading of the information.
Diff by outcome – level of detail in information found.
	Ask ch to share some of the things they have found out about the Whales.
AfL - Are ch able to use an information book/information website to find information?  Are ch able to record what they have found?

	Fri: To write an information poster about Whales.
	See separate phonics plan
	Use a good example of yesterdays work to show the ch how to write a sentence in the style of an information text.  

Shared write a few sentences on the board together onto the template saved onto the Dolphin flipchart.   Take suggestions from ch and discuss good examples and bad examples.
	Provide ch with poster template with questions and headings for them to complete about the Whale we have chosen. 

SR to work with Floppy to provide focus in remembering capital letters and full stops.

Diff by outcome.   
	Look at the posters the ch have created.  Ask ch to tell the rest of the class 1 thing they have found out about Whales.
AfL – Are ch able to write sentences for an information text?  

Evidence – Ch written work, observation of Floppy group.
