	Before reading the story make sure the ch understand that there are 3 different sized goats plus a troll. Read the story of the 3 Billy goats gruff.  Read the opening in a ‘boring’ voice – thumbs up or down for my reading?  Why?  Improve – thumbs up or down?  Recap on the things we need to do when reading.  How will we need to change our voice when the different goats and the troll are speaking? Encourage ch to join in reading, using expression.

	Ask the ch to recap the story from yesterday. Then, ask if they can remember what the youngest billy goat gruff answered when the troll asked, "Who's that tripping over my

bridge?" If they cannot remember, turn to the page where the little billy goat gruff says, "Oh, it is only I." Choose a child to "be" the littlest billy goat and a child to "be" the troll. Remind them of what

their characters say, making sure that ch use the "It is I" structure for their goat responses. Repeat this process, sometimes substituting the two other goats to talk to the troll.
