Clap a series of rhythms for the pupils to copy. Then ask pupils to record the clapped rhythm onto their whiteboards using the appropriate notation symbols (quaver and crotchet) Recap the layout of music e.g. treble clef, time signature

Main Activity

 Play familiar games ‘I like coffee’ and ‘Hot potato.’ Introduce the song ‘categories’ and then extend this to using a ball. Discuss the use of the rests and how they are important in this song/game. Why do they think rests are important in a piece of music? Remind the pupils of 4/4 and that this piece of music has 2 beats and 2 rests.

Ask pupils to recall how they draw the rest notation symbol then demonstrate how an example bar may look for boys names 

e.g. ja – mie (rest) (rest). 

Ask the children to write the music in notation form for a series of names with different syllables e.g. chris- to- pher, 

an-na – bel- la, ann- ma – rie.

Plenary

How many names can you think of that would fit this bar? (Give written notation for one bar)
	Pupils will produce written music in notation form with the use of a rest in the correct place.

Play familiar games with the pupils e.g. ‘coca-cola’ and ‘I like coffee.’

Introduce new song and game chicken on a fence post for voice recognition and encourage individual singing.

Main Activity

Explain that today we will be looking for notes that are ‘long’ and last longer than 1 beat or ½ a beat. Show minim and semibreve card and give names. Explain that a minim lasts for 2 whole beats and a semibreve for 4 beats. Explain that today when we play singing games you want them to try and identify the long notes (minim and semibreve) that last for 2 and 4 beats. Teach the song epoitaitaiay. Play the game to go with the song when children are confident with the melody of the song. Extend this to swapping partners during the semibreve.

Plenary

Ask the children to recognise where the longer notes are in the song epoitaitaiay. Repeat playing ‘chicken on a fence’ game. Can the children identify where the longer notes are in this song. Show the minim and semibreve card and reinforce the vocabulary and the value of each note. 
	When asked pupils will be able to recognise beats that are ‘longer’ than others and last 2 or 4 beats long.

Recap the game epoitaitaiay. Play the game of switching partners on the semibreve and reinforce that we can only do this movement because it is a long note so we have the time to do it. Show the minim and semibreve cards and ask pupils to give their names and their value in beats. Can they remember where the semibreve is in the song epoitaitaiay?

Main Activity

Introduce and teach new Japanese song NakaNakaHoi. Explain that today they will create movements to go with the words an rhythm of the song just as they did with the song epoitaitaiay. Pupils will work in pairs to create their own movements to go with the song and practice and rehearse ready to show the class.

Extension task – explain that ‘naka’ means inside and ‘soto’ means outside – hoi is a nonsense word. Can the pupils make their movements match the meaning of the words?

Plenary

Children will show their movements to the class for the class to evaluate (2 stars and a wish) Explain that there are some rests in this song. Can the children identify where they are?
	All pupils will create movements to go with a song that will match the rhythm of the music.

Together to warm up play a few familiar singing games e.g. ‘hot potato’ and ‘acha bacha.’ Ask questions during the songs and games ‘Where are the rests? Where is the longest note? How many beats are there in the longest note?’

Main Activity

Play the game epoitaitaiay. Then model onto the IWB how the song would be written in notation form onto the stave (rhythm only) Make some deliberate mistakes for the pupils to identify and rectify.

Explain that today pupils are going to work in pairs to write the rhythm to the song NakaNakaHoi in notation form onto the stave. Recap all the vocabulary e.g. rest, quaver, crotchet, minim, semibreve, stave, treble clef, bar line. Allow children time to write the rhythm to the music reinforcing the use of a bar line to show 4 beats in a bar.

Plenary

Show what the written form of the rhythm should look like when written onto the stave. Allow pupils time to check their work and make amendments. 
	Pupils will have produced written notation onto whiteboards showing the rhythm to a piece of music.
