Activity:

Children to work in pairs to come up with 5 geographical question.  
In groups children to choose 5 good geographical questions.

Plenary:

As a class decide on the best five questions- focus on the success criteria.

	Introduction:

Refer back to the KWLW and explain one of the things we need to know about Salford is the location. In table groups ask the children to locate Salford on a map of the UK and also locate their own village/town.  Q Which railways, roads, main locations is Salford near? 
Identify and discuss with the children differences and similarities in the location of the two places.

Activity:

Ask the children to plan the best route to Salford (using criteria agreed by the group).

Create class Success Criteria for the task.
Plenary

Feedback answers from the question.  Create a class list of positive and negative points for and against living in Belfast.  Discuss the fact that different people have different views about the city- Q Why is this?
