	What changes have occurred in Britain since 1948?

Where are these on a timeline?
	· To know some similarities and differences between decades and between now and then.

· To place objects/events on correct decade.
	Discuss what they know about life in Britain during the war. Do they know anything that has happened since the war ended? Explain that history can be thousands of years ago or a few days ago. Explain topic. Children to do mindmap in books.

Discuss language of decade, century, millennium. Discuss what changes they may have witnessed in their lifetime. What things do they think have changed since 1948 – more cars, motorways, difference in the way people shop, people moving for work, more people commuting to work. What changes in the home – gas heating, fitted carpets, automatic washing machines, driers, dishwashers, microwaves, computers, computer games, digital television etc.

	What sources of information can we use to find out about life since 1948?

What are the changes that have occurred in each decade since 1948?


	· To compare sources of information used to study the past.

· To understand that the type of information depends on the period of time studied.

· To complete a decade timeline.
	Recap on last lesson.

Fill out in books – what I know/what I would like to know. Discuss.

Discuss how we can find out these things. How do we know about life in Ancient Greece or Victorian Britain? What types of sources of info have we used to find out about history? What we similar/different about these sources?

What sources could be used to find out about life in Britain since 1948? Discuss interview techniques, who could be interviewed? Emphasise that not just grandparents, but all family members including parents, cousins and older siblings, discuss reasons why. Show questionnaire read and discuss. 

Explain that each group will be given a decade to research and a timeline to complete. They should find something which happened in that decade and place it on the timeline – either write about it or print out picture and heading with date. Put in groups and set to task. 

Gather groups together to share what they have found. Have they placed things in correct place on timeline. Display timelines.

	How is life similar/diff for children then and now?

How has Morton Park School changed since 1948?


	· To look at sources of information about our school.

· To research a question about the school in small groups.
	Look at 3 pictures on poster from Junior Ed. Discuss similarities and differences. What things do they think have changed in school since 1948? What things have stayed the same if anything? 

Discuss interview questions from homework.

Show range of photographs/pictures of school over time period. 

In groups each research a different aspect of school life – how school building has changed, class sizes then and now, no of teachers and helpers then and now, school dinners – how many went/go home, hot dinners, packed lunch? How were classes organised – use of blackboards, OHP, computers, IWB, calculators etc. Also each group to suggest reasons for change.

Come together to share information. Display the changing face of MPS.

	Link to numeracy/ICT – bar charts, graphs, spreadsheets,. then and now.

	How has Britain’s population changed since 1948?


	· To find out about the impact of immigration and emigration since 1948.
	Discuss work so far. Introduce to terms immigration and emigration. Does anyone know anyone who has emigrated? Does anyone know anyone who has came to live here from another country? 

Show selection of photographs about Windrush from www.bbc.co.uk/education/archive/windrush/index2.shtml
In groups children find answers to questions such as:

What was Windrush? When did it happen? Why were African Caribbean’s invited to Britain? What contributions have they and other groups, made to life in Britain? How have they changed it? Why were people leaving Britain at the same time? Where did they go? How did one family feel about moving? 

Gather together to discuss findings.

	We know what the terms emigration and immigration mean.

We know why some people came and some people left Britain during the 40s and 50s.

We can suggest what impact this has had on Britain today. 
	Link to Literacy – Coming to England read and respond or article in Junior Ed.

Drama activity – life in a new country – link to playscrips.

	How have lifestyles changed since 1948?
	· To find out how holidays have changed since 1948.

· To suggest reasons for this change.
	Discuss hols children have had. Show map of UK and World map, put pins to mark destinations visited. Where did grandparents/parents go? Mark in different colour pin.

Discuss link to geog – beach holidays, how would they get there? Where would they stay? What would they do? What is there to do now? How have things changed? Discuss pedalos, surfboards, paragliding, speed boats, windsurfing. 

Discuss package hols in England – Butlins camps, how have these changed? What is the same?

Discuss transport changes, how have these influenced changes in holidays? Discuss television, has this impacted on holiday changes? 

Then/now columns in books and list same/different holidays and events during hols.

Link to literacy – postcards with 100 words then same message via text or email limited to 20 words look at difference in word choice, words omitted etc.

	What changes have their been to fashion, music and technology since 1948? 
	· To be able to suggest some of the changes that have occurred in fashion, music and technology since 1948.
	Discuss work so far. Can children make any links from findings to other things on timeline? Changes in transport responsible for changes in diet, holidays etc. 

What changes have their been in fashion, music, television or other technology? Make list on board under 3 headings – give groups an aspect to research from each decade. Discuss findings place on timelines.  Use info as display. Discuss how these have influenced lives today.
