· To consider how faith is integrated into life in different ways.


	What do we think of when we think of faith? Can children relate faith to religions considered this year? Ask children to mindmap ideas in 4’s  Come together to collate ideas – where does faith fit in our lives? How do we know faith is apparent. Can children give an example of how faith has helped people in their life?
HA – Create a 4 box storyboard showing a story where faith in a person helps a chosen character. 

LA – From a given structure, create a pictoral and phrase story showing faith in a person. 
	· Describe faith as a religious activity. 

· Identify some of the characteristics of faithfulness.
· Show how faith can help people with a problem in their life.

	Evaluation – Express own views opinions & preferences.
	How do the children relate faith to specific religions?

	· about the impact of religious faith on the person being researched.

	Introduce the story of St. Francis consider what is their idea of St. Francis so far – what modern comparison can they make to this man of faith? What obstacles did St Francis have to face? 

How does St Francis share his faith with others?

On wipe boards in mixed ability 3’s write 2 key points they would like to mime. 
Ask children to create a mime in threes showing what read so far.

	· Explore and discuss ideas about St Francis as an important figure of faith.
· Relate St. Francis to other faith figures, give reasons why.

· Display their understanding of St. Francis’ journey of faith through mime and performance.

	· about the impact of religious faith on the person being researched.

	Revisit st Francis story so far and complete story – consider how did he find faith? Where is God to St. Francis? How can we relate to this?
Why did St. Francis show such strength in his faith, how did it extend in the future?

On wipe boards spend 3mins writing a question to ask;
Hot seat St. Francis (teacher & children).
HA – Write 2-3 paragraphs describing the story of st. Francis, illustrate ideas. 

LA - Draw a picture depicting St Francis with 4 key points to explain his story of faith.
	· Revise ideas about the faith displayed by St. Francis. 

· Show empathy and understanding with St. Francis and the faith he expressed. 

· Explore own feelings of faith and understand faith as a key aspect of life.

	· to understand why Abraham is revered in three world faiths.

· to reflect on present day ‘idols’.

· to explore the characteristics of faithfulness.

· to consider how writers use stories to teach particular ideas.
	Recall the biblical story of Abraham and what it showed about faith. Remind children that Abraham is important in Judaism, Christianity and Islam and is thought of as the first person to believe in ‘One God’.
How did Abraham show ultimate faith in God? What message was God trying to show? How would you feel if put in Abraham’s position? – discuss in pairs and gather ideas.

HA – Using the word ‘faith’ create an acrostic poem explaining Abraham’s faith. 

LA – Choose words that describe Abraham’s story. Write an illustrative display of Abraham’s faith, some words could be calligrams.
	· make links between three religious traditions’ beliefs about Abraham.

· compare their own and others’ ideas about ‘idols’.


· explain the viewpoint of the writers of the stories about Abraham.
	Reasoning – offer evidence to support ideas.
	How well do they navigate the Bible, do all children remember the layout and organisation of the Bible?
Can children compare/contrast their ideas about St.Francis and Abrahams faiths?

	· to understand what the word ‘faith’ means in a religious sense.
· To be able to apply faith in their own lives. 

· To put faith in perspective of hopes and wishes.
	Looking forward in faith; what are we looking forward to? What will we hope will guide us? How will we choose the right path? Ask children to examine these q’s in threes and bring ideas to the class in own words. 
Why is important for humans to have faithfulness in their life?
HA – Ask children to explore a mindmap using ‘FAITH’ as their initial word. 

LA – From given ideas explored over the unit, display some ideas in a mindmap, this may include drawings and key words.
	· ask questions about the experiences of others and draw conclusions. about the impact of faith

· compare their own ideas about faith with those of others.
· make an informed and considered response to the stories of faith.
	Creativity – Reflect critically on ideas, actions and outcomes.
	How can the children link their exploration of faith with their own lives?

Can children use their language play literacy skills within their outcome?


EXPECTATIONS

At the end of this unit
	most children will:
	know about the life and faith of St. Francis and one other person of faith, and evaluate their impact; understand something of the motivating potential of faith; reflect on the nature and expressions of faith; follow their own lines of enquiry, and respond appropriately.

	some children will not have made so much progress and will:
	know something of the life and faith of St. Francis and one other person; understand that they were motivated by faith; reflect on what faith inspired them to do.

	some children will have progressed further and will:
	understand that faith has many expressions; explain the difference faith can make to a person’s life.
