· Give descriptive detail to help the listener to imagine the scene

· Add details that tell the listener more about the characters and their feelings
· Listen carefully to your partner & help them out if they are stuck

· Tell your partner what was good about their retelling
	Retell first to partner, then swap (use story board from yesterday).  Give time limit for each partner to tell section.  If they finish before this time, tell it again with more detail.
	Must

Use story board to retell story, giving descriptive details.
Could
Retell story from memory, embellishing and extending main events.

	Retell the story as a class – could try one sentence per child – see if they can give enough detail to make it last 30 sentences.
