	Objectives:

Infer writers’ perspectives from what is written and what is implied

Experiment with the order of sections … to create different effects


	SPELLING BANK   objective 5  (ACTIV Primary flipchart – revise throughout week)

Explain to the chn that in this unit we will be looking at stories from other cultures and countries.  Some of these stories have been passed down through generations (link to oral tradition as discussed in myths and legends unit)  Some of these stories will be similar to traditional tales, such as the story we are starting with 0 Firework Maker’s Daughter – Phillip Pullman.

Work in pairs with photocopies of chapter 1.

Read opening sentence together – what clues are there to the type of story this is?  It is in the style of a traditional tale – if this is a traditional tale, what other elements might be included?  A journey, magic, talking animals, special numbers (3 or 7), a message.

Read through to page 6.  Identify how the author describes the characters – what does he want us to think about them?  What word choices have enabled him to do this?

 
	In pairs, read to the end of chapter 1.

With highlighters, highlight other descriptive phrases about the characters and any clues as to where the story is set.

HA – find 5 different complex sentences


	Look closely at 2 of the complex sentences that have been found and write on the IWB – why have they been chosen?

Can the sentences be re-ordered to create different effects?

MUST be able to find descriptive phrases in the text about the characters and setting

SHOULD be able to say why the author has chosen these words.  What does he want us to think about the characters?

	Use enlarged copy of pages (either big book or Total Comprehension CDRom) – highlight use of punctuation.  Link to VCOP pyramid.  What effects does using a variety of punctuation create?
Read to page 46 together.

Write up some unpunctuated sentences from the text – Kung Fu punctuate together.

 Explain that today we are going to be looking for sentences that have been chosen for different effects – excitement/drama, comic or tension.  Discuss what we mean by using language to create a comic effect – the author doesn’t just write a joke – what does he do?

	Read chapter 3 – collect different sentences that have been written to create a particular effect.
MA – create grid with headings

	Look at the grids and collect some of the sentences found.  Reinforce the need for a variety of sentences within our work.  Recap types of sentences

Reflect on how working in role helps to explore complex issues
Perform a scripted scene, making use of dramatic conventions
	Discuss how Lila is feeling when she writes the not on page 18.
What do we think Lalchland’s reaction to this note would be?  Look at pages 19,20 and 21 to highlight evidence of how he is feeling.  Establish that the author doesn’t just say that Lalchland is sad and upset – he expresses how he is feeling through what he says AND his actions – find examples of this in the text.
	Work in a pair – role play the conversation that might have taken place if Lalchland had caught up with Lila.  How could he have persuaded her not to leave?  What would she have told her father so that she could go on and follow her dream?  
RE_GROUP CLASS TOGETHER

Model writing the start of one of these conversations as a script.

Explain that the chn will be writing a conversation as a script – their role play should have given them some good ideas but they don’t have to worry about remembering word for word.  Go through the success criteria together. Chn to write individual scripts.

	Objectives:
Punctuate sentences accurately, including using speech marks and apostrophes

	 Focus on direct and reported speech.
Discuss what we already know about the differences between reported and direct speech.  Look at how we punctuate direct speech and how this changes depending on where the speech is within the sentence.

Focus on two new areas –

Reporting clauses developed into actions using the word ‘as’, eg

“What are you talking about?” asked Chulak, as the other animals crowded round him.

Adverbs are used more sparingly to achieve effects and not used in every reporting clause – look at an enlarged copy of page 75 to see how the author has done this.

Remind of rhyme – 66 99 new speaker new line

	Chn to use own scripts from yesterday to turn into a paragraph of narrative writing, complete with direct and reported speech.  Discuss success criteria.
Success Criteria

MUST be able to use correct punctuation of speech within a sentence, as well as correct full stops and capital letters

SHOULD be able to include a variety of both direct and reported speech

COULD demonstrate a good balance between direct and reported speech, could include an action starting with ‘as’ in more than one clause
	Look at a piece of text where the punctuation and organisation make it unclear who is saying what.  Compare this with a piece of text that is very repetitive in its style eg, always an adverb after speech
Discuss the limitations of each.

READ TO END OF PAGE 108 (…the first contestant will now begin his display)

BIG WRITING PREP FOR FRIDAY AND MONDAY – think about own firework that would be good enough to win the competition.

Friday BIG WRITING – instructional text about how to make the firework and Monday BIG WRITING – an explanation text explaining how the firework works to give to the other firework makers.
