	Using sources to stimulate and answer questions from the past
	What can we learn about ancient Egypt using an object
	· To assess pupils’ knowledge before starting the topic

· To observe an object in detail and to make inferences and deductions

· To record information about an object accurately

	Archaeologist, Egyptology, tomb, excavation, artefacts, antiquities, hieroglyphs
	Pupils will brainstorm what they already know about Ancient Egypt. Keep a list on chart to refer back to throughout topic

Show pupils a replica of a piece of papyrus from ancient Egypt. Ask them to make a detailed drawing of the object and to describe it.

Ask pupils to use information from the object and what they have learnt about ancient Egypt to decide, What does this source tell us about life in ancient Egypt? Ask them to think about why it is important for historians to consider a wide range of sources of information.

LA pupils-  adapt by using a writing frame with prompts

	Ancient v modern; timeline
	Can we locate ancient Egypt on a map and understand the chronology on a time line?

What is the difference between ancient and modern
	· To locate ancient Egypt in time and place

· To understand the difference between ancient and modern
	Ancient, modern, chronology, climate, landscape
	Look at and discuss the class time line to locate ancient Egypt in time and place. Establish what is meant by ‘ancient‘ and ‘modern’.

Pupils will look at maps and globes to find Egypt. KQ: what would be the differences in the climate between Britain and Egypt? What is the difference between ancient and modern Egypt? What are the similarities? Pupils to brainstorm ideas.

Extension – devise own timeline from ancient to modern

	Food, farming, everyday life
	Why did people settle along the Nile? How important was the Nile to the people of Ancient Egypt? What about now?
	· To make deductions about life in the past from pictures of the landscape e.g. the Nile and flooding problems, housing, farms etc.


	Plough, flood, seasons, hoe, scoop, sickle, shaduf, harvest, market, trading, reeds
	What does the landscape tell us about what life might have been like in ancient Egypt?

Give the pupils pictures of the Nile and of the Egyptian landscape. Ask them to complete a grid with two headings: ‘What can we see that would make living in Egypt easy?’ and ‘What can we see that would make life difficult?’

Differentiation
LA pupils to complete spider diagram to show their responses, with vocabulary provided

	The Nile
	Why did people settle along the Nile? How important was the Nile to the people of Ancient Egypt? What about now?
	· To know how much of the life of Egypt depended on the Nile
	Plough, flood, seasons, hoe, scoop, sickle, shaduf, harvest, market, trading, reeds
	Discuss as a class how the Nile provided water and a method of transport. Look at an atlas with children and tell them about the physical features of the Nile and how it flooded annually.

Discuss the reasons for being close to the Nile for farming. Discuss flooding. Show the various farming implements and ask pupils to guess what they may be used for. 

Ask pupils to plant bean seeds in sand and soil (representing desert and “black mud” from the side of the Nile). What conclusions can they draw about the fertile zone in Egypt?

Differentiation: 

Extension – MA pupils to investigate the impact of the annual inundations and to show the pros and cons of the effects

	Bean seeds, sand and soil
	Pupils can:

-describe how important the Nile was to the people of Ancient Egypt

-understand the effects of the annual flood

-provide answers that show the relationship between the geography of Egypt and the way of life in the past

	What objects survive from the time of the ancient Egyptians?


	· To classify information in various ways

· To learn about the range of objects which have survived from ancient Egypt

· To make inferences from objects about the way of life in ancient Egypt

	Wood, paper, pottery, stone, artefacts, inference and deduction
	Give pupils pictures/postcards of ancient Egyptian objects. Ask them to sort these in different ways, e.g. Which are made from wood, paper, pottery, stone etc? Which tell us about food, death, daily life, clothes, houses? Which tell us about rich people, poor people?
Discuss with the pupils what they have found out and why they think these objects have survived. Do we know more about rich or poor people? Why?

Differentiation: 

Extension – where able, pupils will create captions to accompany pictures studies to show exactly what we can find out from each piece of evidence

	Aspects of life in ancient Egypt


	What do objects that have survived tell us about ancient Egypt?
	· To learn about aspects of life in ancient Egypt

· To continue to make inferences and deductions from objects and pictures

· To know that what we know about the past is dependent on what has survived


	Food and farming, art, buildings, writing, technology, inference and deduction
	Give groups of pupils a topic, e.g. food and farming, art, buildings, writing, technology. Ask them to find three pictures and/or objects that they think can tell us the most about their topic. Ask the children to decide what they know for certain from their objects, what they can guess, and what they still need to find out. Ask groups to record their findings and make a presentation about their topic to the rest of the class.

Differentiation: 

Extension – where able, pupils will compare human experiences at different points of time and in different places

	What did the ancient Egyptians believe about life after death?


	· To learn about Egyptian tombs, pyramids and burial sites

· To use sources of information in ways which go beyond simple observation

	Mummy, mummification, burial site, tomb, embalm
	Give the children information on ancient Egypt beliefs about life and death. Ask pupils to select pictures of objects which provide evidence about what the Egyptians believed about life after death or about what happened when people died. Ask them to draw the objects and label them showing what the object might tell us, e.g. a mummy – the body was necessary for life after death.
Differentiation
LA pupils will be given accompanying captions – they will draw and label own diagrams appropriately

MA pupils: pupils to use simple data-capture sheets to analyse the source under the headings - What type of source is it? What does it show/describe? What does it tell you? What further questions would you want to ask of the source?

	Tutankhamun part I


	Can we answer the following question:

What can we find out about the “Boy-King?”…

by selecting and combining information from secondary sources (e.g. photographic and diary evidence).

	To make deductions about the lifestyle that Tutankhamun had from looking at his possessions

To know that secondary sources of information can be used to make deductions about the past e.g. pictures and written sources
	Pharaoh, chariot, gold, lapis lazuli, precious jewels, faience, alabaster, coffer, chest, casket, furniture, lion-headed, stool, throne, gilt, gilded, funeral barge, flail and crook, statue
	Using sources of information to make simple observations, inferences and deductions and answering questions about the past by selecting and combining information from secondary sources.
· Life

· Death

· Funeral

Go through the tomb to bring the scene to life and ensure pupils know the correct sequence of rooms inside the tomb for later reference

Use slide show  – inside the tomb – then go through Howard Carter’s diary of the day of discovery

Have a  “thought-shower” session in groups of 3 (mixed ability): what can we infer from our sources?

Group work: teaching strategies include initiating and guiding ideas; encouraging pupils to share their ideas and expand upon their ideas where able; to evaluate own responses

Differentiation
MA pupils: drawing upon their detailed knowledge gained so far, assess critically sources for the period; show independence and judgement when carrying out an investigation into the significance of particular objects

MA pupils will carry out En1 task linked to this.
